SET UP

It is helpful if the stage area is clear prior to load-in, and a space provided to set up a 6’ product table.

SOUND

BLACK CREEK prefers to set up and use its personal sound equipment, when possible. In order to best utilize this equipment the following are requested:

Two (2) standard 3-prong outlet and a technical contact person who is familiar with the venue’s sound, lighting and electrical setup to assist with preparations during load-in and sound check. Sound check is completed immediately following setup.
